(kovpéiia), sometimes you saw her as a young and beautiful girl and
sometimes you her as a wash woman (yvvaika mov mA£vel) ringing out
bloody clothing. Whenever she was seen let out (ax@1nvw) a horrible cry and
legend has it this cry brought (¢¢@epve) death to any family that heard it.

Dagda's Harp

The Dagda’s Harp

In Irish mythology, the Dagda was a high priest (mamag) who had a large and
beautiful harp (apma). During a war (méAepog), a rival (avtimaiog) tribe (@uAn)
stole Dagda’s harp and took it to a forgotten (§exaopévo) castle. Dagda followed
the tribe and called to the harp. The harp came to Dagda and he struck (xtumw) the
cords (xop&éq). The harp let out the Music of Tears (8dxpua) and everyone in the
castle began to cry. Dagda struck the cords again and the harp played the Music of
Mirth (k€@1) and all the warriors (moAepiotég) began to laugh. Then Dagda struck
chords a final time and the harp let out the Music of Sleep. Everyone but Dagda fell
into a deep (BabVg) sleep, allowing (emitpEmovtag) him to escape (Spametevw)
with his magical harp!



IRISHCULTURE
St. Patrick

It is a cultural (moAttiotikog) and religious
(Bpnokeutikog) holiday that takes its name from
Saint Patrick (385-461), the patron saint
(mpootatng aylog) of Ireland. The day celebrates
the Irish heritage (kAnpovopia) and culture. The
celebrations include (meptAappavouv) festivals
and parades, called Céilidh. The Irish are singing
traditional (mapadooiakad) Celtic hymns (Upvol)
and wearing green and orange colors and clover
(tpLtdUAAL). The people gather (cuykevipwvovtal)
in churches and worship (Aatpgbouv) Catholicism, while later gather to drink
alcohol.

to do. For the last two hundred years, a big part of it has taken place in
Lisdonvama, a spa town, during September and early October.

There are many old Irish verses (otoixol) about proposals and weddings. And of
course what woman could resist one of these fine proposals: “Would you like to be
buried with my people” or “Would you like to hang your washing next to mine?”

Nessie was first spotted (evtomiotnke) by the Vikings Celtic and Norse folklore
(Aaoypagia) in stories of water horses seen in the lochs (Aipveg). The first written
account (ypamt ava@opa) of a meeting with Nessie seems to be that of Adamnan
in 565 A.D. He describes (meptypdpel) St. Columba's sighting (mapatipnon) of a
very large monster in Loch Ness. Legend tells of how St. Columba heard about the
monster's murder (§oAo@ovia) of a man and how he rowed (kwmnAatovoe) out to
the centre of the loch to order the beast (Bnpio) to desist (améxw) from such
attacks in the future.

Ever since that time, Nessie has never been known to have repeated
(emavaAapfavopat) its misdemeanor (mAnuuéAnua). The monster was also seen
last century (awwvag) but the poor man who sighted (€fAeme) the beast was so
shocked (cokaplopévo) he did not speak much about the incident (eplotatiko).
Throughout (mavtov) this century so many people have seen Nessie who seem to
have no identifiable (avayvwpiowa) gain (k€pdn) from telling of their sightings
that it seems likely that a great unexplained (ave€ynto) mystery does exist
(vmtapyel).
