Task Activities for Language Learning.

Each tandem designed and/or adapted 4
samples of good practice of ICT-based
tasks in accordance with the principles of
the Common European Framework.

These tasks have been tried out by learners
in the practice schools of the neighbouring
tandems, so as to assure that they “travel
well”.

Tasks and teacher training courses have
been evaluated by both end-users and
independent experts.

Products are to be translated into all the
languages of the consortium before publi-
cation in the project website.

Besides the evaluation by end-users and
the reviewing by independent experts, the
whole project is also being evaluated by
an external evaluator as part of its quality
assurance policy.
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
