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The second Erasmus+ KA 122 mobility for teacher training, titled "Modern School: Innovative, Democratic,
European,” took place in Berlin, Germany, from August 4th to 11th, 2024. The project is implemented by
the 1st Lyceum of Evosmos, with the goal of guiding educators to adopt new, innovative programs and
incorporate cultural interaction into their classrooms.

The courses were held at the organization's facilities and focused on practicing with digital tools for project
management in education. The participants had the opportunity to engage with innovative digital media,
learn about ideas applied in other educational systems, and create digital projects. Through this process,
they were informed about the capabilities of educational applications that utilize artificial intelligence,
participated in discussions on cultural interaction, and cultivated democratic values.

Berlin's sites of cultural, historical, and political interest provided new ideas for developing educational
programs and incorporating them into teaching. Primarily, they offered an opportunity for reflection on
the challenges of contemporary European societies, such as multiculturalism, tolerance for diversity, and
the preservation and development of democracy.

The main goal of the mobility is to implement best practices and disseminate them within the educational
community. For this reason, digital projects were created and uploaded to the school's website.

The participants in the mobility strongly believe that teachers must develop their students' skills through
the use of digital media and artificial intelligence. In this way, misinformation can be prevented, and access
to quality information can be ensured, thus strengthening democracy. Additionally, respect for diversity
will be secured by limiting biases when processing and analyzing data.
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
