We do not have much information about the
urban economy and trade. Large landowners
and farmers lived in urban centers while, at least
In the Byzantine world, merchants and
craftsmen were often masters and large areas
of land. They refer mainly to the large
landowners and the property of important
ecclesiastical instifutions of the city. This
peculiarity gives the impression of an urbban
ensemble, fully infegrated in the life of the
countryside.

Mystras was the gathering point. The
products were available for purchase
there and were exported to ltaly and the
Eurotas valley. The products that arrived
from neighboring areas were: oil, honey,
cifrus fruits, wheat, silk. Merchants from
Venice and Ragusa arrived in Mysiras to
buy agricultural products, mainly silk, and
to sell cloth, precious stones and
WEeQpOons.




Mystras also became associated with
Intfernational tfrade in the eastern
Mediterranean and became the
economic center of a rural hinterland.
The consumer needs of the ltalians
forced the production of specific goods,
such as silk. In addition, the fabrics were
made In Italy, sold in Mystras and ended
up In the West.

Mystras at the beginning of the 14th century
was the political and ecclesiastical center
of the Byzantine Peloponnese. Moreover, it
was the consumer center where fabrics,
luxury Itfems, paper, weapons arrived 1o
meet the needs of the despots, their
enfourage and the aristocracy. In addition,
Imports are made from Venice, Florence
and Ragusa. Important stations of the transit
trade to Mystras were the Venetian ports of
Methoni and Koroni.

The commercial center of the city was
located outside the walls near the small river
that flowed at the foot of the rock of
Mystras. In the cities of the Late Middle
Ages, commercial activities were
concentrated outside the walls in the ™
Vourgos ‘' district. In this area there was also
a neighborhood of Jews who controlled @
significant part of the trade. The Jews, in the
Byzantine cities, lived separately, in their
own neighborhoods.
