For actions that happened regularly in the past but do not happen
now:

to say how often we did things in the past with: always, once a
week, every, etc......

For past situations that are different now:

» Where did you use to go on holiday when you were young?



Past simple or used to?

We use the past simple, NOT used to for single actions in the past:
Ze oxéon Me to <used to> XPNOLHUOTIOLOUME TOV AITAG 0LOPLOTO yLa
MEUOVWHEVEG EVEPYELEG. Acgite Tig Stadopéc ota napadeiyparta.

X lused to have a driving lesson last week.

v 1 had a driving lesson last week. (a single action = past simple)

For repeated actions in the past with a number:

X lused to have a driving lesson twice last week.

v' 1 had a driving lesson twice last week. (a repeated action = past simple)
To talk about a period of time with for:

X He used to be in the army for two years.

v/ He was in the army for two years.
