After many
bours, exhausted from fatique and thirst, she lay

Suddenly, she saw a deer passing a littk

further away. She grabbed der bow 1o shoot it with
her arrow but issed.

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The worst part was that der arrow lightly
wounded a wild boar, which rushed at her. The
B qirl dropped ber bow and jug and staried
l  running, screaming for belp.

Fortunadely, she was deard by Poscidon,
the qod of the sea, who happened o be in that
area. fle fook pity on her and decided o save
her. fle swung his mighty trident and impaled it
on & rock in front of the wild boar. When the
boar saw the trident, it keft to save itself.
