Benjamin Hendrickx, professor emeritus at the University of Johannesburg. He
studied Ancient, Medieval and Byzantine History and Civilization as well as
Pedagogy and Philosophy (Cand., Lic., Scient. Lic., Aggreg.) at Louvain (Leuven)
(1958-1964). He obtained his PhD from Thessaloniki (1970) and received a Ph.D.
honoris causa from Thrace (2018). His research covers two fields, (i) history,
documents and institutions of Frankish Greece, and (ii) Africano-Byzantina, in
which fields he has widely published. For his research, he has received the
Christoffel Plantin Prize (Belgium), the Gold Cross of St Mark (Alexandria), an
Onassis Grant (A’ category), and very high ratings from the National Research
Foundation of South Africa. He became ‘Commander in the Order of Honour’
(Greece, 2008), and King Albert Il (Belgium) knighted him in 2011. He was the
editor-in-chief of Ekklesiastikos Pharos (African edition) and co-editor of
the Prosopographical Encyclopaedical Lexicon of Byzantine History and
Culture (Belgium: Brepols). He is member of Editorial Committees of several other
scientific journals. He is a member of several international scholar societies as well
as Honorary or Corresponding Member of the Society for Macedonian Studies
(Thessaloniki), Parnassos (Athens) and The Friends of Nikos Kazantzakis (France-
Suisse). Heis thedirector ofthe Institute of Afro-Hellenic Studies in Johannesburg.

He worked in Belgium, Tahiti, Greece and South Africa.
