10 tips for reading silent books in a community
that does not speak a common language

Silent Book reading has been proven to be an excellent way to
have a shared experience of reciprocal value. It's not a lesson. It's a
bridge. Use these tips, adapting them to any situation as needed.

1 Choose or create a quiet space. Put the books around the
space. Gather a small group, the group may grow; welcome
everyone with a smile. When working with children, make sure the
adults are nearby and can see all activities, and that they approve
of the books before reading them.

2 Encourage those present to handle the books, to look inside
them, turning and touching the pages, being close to the books
| and each other without fear.

3 Take a deep breath and blow. Feel the silence. Enjoy the
absence of words. Use eyes and smiles. Make sure everyone is on
board for the reading experience. This is a new journey to a new
place with new friends. Books are powerful and can lead to true
moments of calm and peace.
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N\ 4 Quietly listen to the silence of each book and leaf through the
pages. Point things out and be in the story with those beside you

5 Listen to what happens - be in the moment with those around
you. If everyone is still on board, proceed. If no one responds, be
- bold and change books.

| G Interpret. Imagine. Engage. React. Communicate without words.
Try not to talk. You may start over as many times as you need to.

7 Show the illustrations to each and every one. Pass the book
| around, wait and listen. Welcome any response.

8 Engage with rhythmic sounds like clapping or tapping. Or start a
—— game with the children or adults. Follow any lead that is offered to
you.

9 Close the book. This is the end of the journey. Thank everyone
— who has participated in the Silent Book reading. We are friends
