The educational system in Greece helps young

All the immigrants' children (6-18 years old) can go to
greek schools.

There are receiving sections in primary school for children
not yet capable of Greek language.

In some municipalities, there are special Greek-language-
learning departments

In big cities there are departments that help young
Immigrants (18 and over) to get their GED.

Greek universities accept immigrant students with GED's
from other countries.
