About 11,500 Los Angeles Unified elementary school teachers and 470 elementary
schools are included in The Times' updated database of "value-added” ratings.

Most third-, fourth- and fifth-grade instructors who taught at any point during the 2004-05
through 2009-10 academic years were given ratings in the Times analysis. Most district
elementary schools are included. Test scores for most charter schools were not available.

A teacher's value-added rating is based on his or her students' progress on the California
Standards Tests for English and math. The difference between a student's expected growth
and actual performance is the "value" a teacher added or subtracted during the year. A
school's value-added rating is based on the performance of all students tested there. Small
differences in ratings are not statistically significant, particularly for those rated near the
average.

Although value-added measures do not capture everything about a teacher or school’s
performance, The Times decided to make the ratings available because they bear on the
work of public employees who provide an important service, and in the belief that parents
and the public have a right to the information.

practical results in the betterment of the

race from educational efforts alone, not,

in demonstrating, to a very large extent,
that the differential birth rate is not due to
any sinister and mysterious natural law,
but is, rather, simply a result of our man-
made laws and conventions, and more espe-
cially of our false economic theories and
practice, which involve the progressive
penalizing of procreation among the more
energetic and useful sections of the popula-
tion, for the benefit of parasites.

Now, the most important results to be
noticed at the Jardins Ungemach are to be
found in the birth rate and in the health and
beauty of the children there being raised,
results which, as years go by, must become
more and more pronounced. The incidence
of disease was nil, and the anthropometrie
statistics among the school children were in-
comparably superior to those of any other
school in Strasbourg, or even, I believe, in
France.

That Distress tends to press upon Relief
I believe to be an economic and psychological
law as regards the present, and a biological
law as regards the future. Its firm founda-
tion in truth and its very grave significance
to Humanity I have been at pains to demon-
strate in my book The Swurvival of the
Unfittest; and once this law is recognized

Mine of the twelve countries that
performed above the international
average in mathematics at the fourth
grada also did so at the eigl‘urh grnde,
including Singapore, Korea, Japan,
Hong Kong, the Netherlands, the
Czech Republic, Austria, Slovenia,
and Hungary.
