   It has an area of 131,957 square kilometers, of which approximately one-fifth consists of islands (9,835 islands, islets and rock-islands, of which around 220 are inhabited), explaining in turn the country’s strong nautical tradition throughout its history. The meeting of land and sea creates an intricate complex pattern of islands, inlets, gulfs, and bays, while the recurring contrasts between the deep blue of sea and sky, the white of limestone crags and whitewashed buildings, and the burnt-orange of tiled roofs, contribute dramatically to a quality of light that is unique.
    Greece is a large and topographically diverse country so there are many different climates. For the most part, the weather follows a typical Mediterranean climate pattern with hot, dry summers and mild rainy winters. The country receives a lot of sunshine, for which it is rightly famous, and prolonged stretches of rainy weather are uncommon. There are really only two seasons in Greece: hot and dry between April and September; mild and wet from October to March.
 

There are, however, very varying weather patterns across the country dictated by the topography and distance from the coast. The high mountains, for example, have a very different climate to the islands; inland areas see more pronounced seasons than coastal areas; the south is hotter and drier than the north.

   The Greek people are recognized for their friendliness and kindness to strangers, although nowadays it is maybe harder to find than it used to be. Nevertheless, Greece is still one of the few places where you may be invited into a local's home and given a banquet, or where they may wish to take you out and treat you for a banquet. Most Greeks would consider it an insult if their guests paid for the banquet. The Greek people are also very proud and they love God and churches very much.
